Voter Registration and Early Voting 

Primary season is upon us, and we will have 

our primary election in March. In North 

Carolina, eligible residents must be 

registered to vote at least 25 days before 

Election Day to vote on that day; this applies 

whether you register online, by mail, or in 

person. If you miss that deadline, you still 

have options: during NC’s early voting 

period (Feb 12 – Feb 28), you can use same-

day registration to register and cast your 

ballot at the same time at any early voting 

site in the county. The Mid-Term elections 

are here. Let your voice be heard. Be sure to 

check your registration status and bring a 

valid photo ID when you vote.
