The Town of East Spencer is seeking artist(s) for a new mural located on southwest end
of the Holme’s Iron and Metal brick wall located at 629 N Long Street ES, Salisbury, NC 28144.
The Town of East Spencer is requesting a 4’ x 8’ “Welcome to East Spencer” mural that reflects
East Spencer’s beauty, history and the town’s positive growth.

Introduction:

The goal of the project is to provide artists and opportunity to participate in placemaking in the
Town of East Spencer. These guidelines explain the process and requirements. The selected
installation will utilize an aluminum composite material panel that will be mounted onto the
brick wall by the Town of East Spencer in anticipation of the Town’s 125-year celebration. It’s
important to keep in mind that the wall is private property along a public street. The Town of
East Spencer has the right to modify, replace, remove, and/or restore any project elements
located at the project site.

Eligible Applicants:

Eligible applicants include: individual artist, or groups of artists representing neighborhood
associations, community organizations, schools, organized groups, business or nonprofits.
Artists who reside in Rowan County will be preferred. A primary contact (hereinafter referred to
as the applicant) shall be designated as part of the application package. The applicant is
responsible for submitted the forms identified in the Application Checklists. One applicant will
be chosen by Alderman’s of East Spencer.

Compensation:

There is no cost to enter, and the artist will receive a $2,750 stipend to complete the project.
The artist is responsible for all materials, paint, supplies except for the 4 ft (height) x 8ft (width)
aluminum composite material panel, which The Town of East Spencer will provide to the
selected artist.
